This thesis first estimates price elasticities of domestic water demand, using a panel of Spanish data. Then a benefit transfer approach is used to simulate the potential effects of different volumetric water tariffs in the UK. Finally, a policy optimisation exercise identifies which tariff would be the most appropriate under different scenarios of metering penetration, climate change and sociodemographic evolution in the UK.
